*Save all food & beverage glass; no need to separate by color or remove labels.

*Bottles & jars only; rinse clean & remove caps and all rings.

*Cannot accept broken glass.

*Place in paper grocery bag.

FOOD AND BEVERAGE CANS

*Save all beverage & tin food cans.

*Rinse clean, remove labels, cut off ends and flatten.  No need t separate.

*Place in paper grocery bag.

PLASTICS

*Plastics numbered 1 or 2 only.
